March 14, 2010 Fourth Sunday of Lent 
Catholic Social Teaching:   Right and Dignity of Work   

 

1st Reading:  Joshua 5:9a, 10-12 

Psalm:  34 

2nd Reading:  2nd Corinthians 5:17-21 

Gospel:  Luke 15:1-3, 11-32 

 

The majority of farm workers are immigrants.  In states like California, 

with labor intensive fruit and vegetable crops, 80 to 90 percent of the 

laborers are migrants.  Some may have citizenship, green cards or guest 

worker status, but many are undocumented.  This forces them to work 

without the protection of American labor laws, disability protection and 

most often earning below minimum wages.  We must critically  

examine our immigration system that inflicts evil working conditions 

on our brothers and sisters, and instead support, in word and action, a 

justice-based immigration reform.  The past transgressions of  

exploitation, where migrant farm workers could not taste and see the 

goodness others enjoyed, must give way to a path of reconciliation that 

acknowledges old ways have passed away.  May no one feel they are 

better that the proverbial tax collector—those looked down upon and mar-

ginalized in our society—or feel angry about welcoming all to celebrate 

and rejoice at the table of equal opportunity.
