March 28, 2010 Palm Sunday of the Lordõs Passion 
Catholic Social Teaching:   Option for the poor and vulnerable 

 

1st Reading:  Isaiah 50: 4-7 

Psalm:  22

Throughout Jesusõ ministry, he was constantly moving from town to 

village with a well-trained tongue speaking to the weary a word that 

would rouse them.  He never had a place to call home, to relax, removed 

from the blistering sun or cold winter nights.  Instead evildoers often 

ran him out of town or nights were spent in a boat with wind whipped 

waves.  Enough to make one cry out, òMy God, My God, why have you 

abandoned meó.  For many people the cross they carry is having no 

permanent address.  Home might be on the street, sleeping in their car or 

moving from friend to friendõs place.  This is especially challenging for 

children as they move from school to school or even lose contact with 

their studies.  Our tongues should confess the need for affordable hous-

ing so no one is disgraced by the challenge of homelessness.
