By the outpouring of the Holy Spirit on the day of Pentecost,
Christ’s paschal mystery was brought to its completion, the Holy
Trinity was fully revealed, and the Church was made manifest to the
world. Saint Thomas Aquinas says that the Holy Spirit interiorly
perfects our spirit, communicating to it a new dynamism so that it
refrains from evil for love. With the Holy Spirit within us “it is quite
natural for people who had been absorbed by the things of this
world to become entirely other-worldly in outlook, and for cowards
to become people of great courage” (Saint Cyril of Alexandria).
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Jesus said to them again, "Peace be
with you. As the Father has sent me, so I send you." And
when he had said this, he breathed on them and said to them,
"Receive the Holy Spirit. Whose sins you forgive are forgiven
them, and whose sins you retain are retained."

@ What are some recent developments in celebrating the Holy Spirit's

presence in the Church?

& In January 1988, the Congregation for Divine Worship and the Disci-
pline of the Sacraments issued Paschale Solemnitatis, a Circular Letter

g Concerning the Preparation and Celebration of the Easter Feasts. Among
its many recommendations was the following concerning the Vigil of
Pentecost:

Encouragement should be given to the prolonged celebration of Mass in the
form of a Vigil, whose character is not baptismal as in the Easter Vigil, but is
one of urgent prayer, after the example of the apostles and disciples, who
persevered together in prayer with Mary, the Mother of Jesus, as they awaited
the Holy Spirit.

The Lectionary offers an extended vigil of Pentecost, suggesting the use of
six readings similar to the structure of the Easter Vigil: four readings from the
Old Testament (Genesis 11:1-9; Exodus 19:3-8, 16-20; Ezekiel 37:1-14; and
Joel 3:1-5), one from Paul's letter to the Romans 8:22-27, and the Gospel
from John 7:37-39. All six readings focus on the Spirit's active role and pres-
ence from the beginning of creation through the history of God's people, culmi-
nating in Jesus, whose return to the Father activates the pouring out of the
Spirit on all humanity.

Even if your parish doesn't celebrate a Pentecost Vigil, consider using the six
recommended Spirit passages for prayer in the week ahead, thanking God for
gifting us with the Spirit's power and love.

PENTECOST

The teenage daughter yells at her dad, exclaiming how he just doesn't
understand her. She storms off to her room, slams the door and locks it
behind her. He tries several approaches, but nothing works. Finally, ex-
hausted, he says, "No, honey, I really don't understand you. But I do know
one thing-I love you very much." For a moment, there is silence. Then, he
hears the door unlock.

A locked door. Behind it, sadness, anger, and fear. On this Pentecost
Sunday, John's brief but powerful narration tells of Jesus appearing to his
disciples in that locked room. He calms their fears, softens their anger, and
relieves their sadness with joy. He has brought with him the gift he had
promised-the gift of the Holy Spirit. "He breathed on them and said to
them, 'Receive the Holy Spirit."'

In a certain way, Pentecost can be referred to as the birth of the Church.

We, too,
are part of this missionary Church, blessed with the Holy Spirit and
charged with carrying the word just as Jesus charged his disciples that
beautiful first day.
