Memorial Day is a United States federal holiday
observed on the last Monday of May (May 31 in 2010).
Formerly known as Declaration Day, it commemorates
U. S. men and women who died while in the military
service. First enacted to honor Union soldiers of the
American Civil War, it was expanded after World War I.
The Secretary of Veterans Affairs has declared that
Memorial Day is one of two days during which veterans
are allowed and encouraged to wear Military medals and
ribbons on civilian clothing so that non-veterans may
recoghize how many Americans have served honorably to
protect the freedoms that Americans hold so dear. All
veterans at St. Thomas More are requested and
encouraged to wear their Military awards at Mass on
Sunday, May 30, so that we may recognize and honor
them.

Why are priests transferred from one parish to another?
How is that decided ?

Priests joke a lot about how transfers are decided. Answers range from

“a huge dartboard in the chancery” to “pick .a number and win a parish!”
But managing personnel, especially now when numbers shift and the
average age increases, is no easy task, Priests are moved for any number of
reasons. Special needs in one place might require particular talents or
abilities. Perhaps the priest has acquired enough experience that he can
manage a larger assignment. Family concerns, illness, or personal issues
might require a change as well.

Interestingly enough, there are many ways that a diocese may approach the
process. Some have open placement where a priest interviews for a position,
or in the case of a pastor, looks the parish over and then makes his interest
known to the bishop. Other places use a committee to make
recommendations on transfers. Others might post openings and allow the
priests themselves to reach an agreement. Like any other institution or
business,, moving personnel around is done to best suit the church and the
priest.

Incense Usage at St. Thomas More University
Parish: Incense plays an important role in the
sacramental life of the Catholic Church and is most
often used during the celebration of the liturgy. St.
Thomas More is very aware that incense can cause
problems for members of the parish family who have
allergies and respiratory issues. Therefore, we are
taking this opportunity to advise and remind you of
when incense will be used during the liturgy. It will be
used Holy Thursday, at the Easter Vigil celebration, on
Easter Sunday and on subsequent Sundays through
Pentecost. It will also be used on the two Sundays
following Pentecost. In order to accommodate all
members of the parish family and be respectful of
those who cannot tolerate the use of incense,

St. Thomas More has designated the following liturgies
as “smoke free” 5:00pm on Saturday and 8:30am on
Sunday. Incense will be used at the 11:00am and
5:00pm Sunday liturgies. We have also gone to milder
incense for this liturgical season and hope that it will
be less irritating but just as pleasing.
