What meaning does the Trinity have for daily Christian living? 
 
The Trinity, three persons in one God, is a challenging mystery 
which baffles Christians and non-Christians alike. Jews and Mus-
lims incorrectly understand Christians to worship three gods, not 
one. The word "person" used to describe God confuses many 

Christians. Its original philosophical understanding is today under-
stood psychologically by many, which often leads to an image of three 
psychologically different persons in God. What is the best way to un-
derstand the Trinity today? Modern theological and biblical thinking, 
reflected in the Vatican II documents, offer some important clues. 
 
    The pastoral theology of Vatican II begins with a loving God as 
eternally existing and ever desirous to communicate self continually to 
all of creation. To truly understand the reality of God, one must exam-
ine the multiplicity of ways God has communicated, and continues to 
communicate, self in our human history. As Christians, we believe that 
the fullest and most complete self-communication of God occurred at 
the Incarnation, God-made-flesh in the person of Jesus. The way to 
know God best is to come to know Jesus, the very word of God. 
 
    Biblical knowledge and background are essential for coming to 
know God. Jesus' life and ministry manifest what God is all about. 
Once Jesus left the earth, we were gifted with the Spirit, who contin-
ues to communicate God's will, desires and intention. God's self-
communication in time and space is the best way to understand who 
God is and what God is about.

THE MOST HOLY TRINITY 
   As children, we were often afraid to enter a darkened room, even in our 
own home. We were afraid of what might be in there. As we grow and be-
come more and more familiar with our surroundings, we can begin to navi-
gate a darkened room because we know where the floor ends and the furni-
ture begins before we find it with our toes. We've learned the truth - slowly 
and surely, but we've learned. 
   Today's brief but powerful Gospel reading from John relates Jesus' prom-
ise to us that the Holy Spirit, sent from God, will reveal to us everything 
that is the truth. How powerful is the truth? Jesus relates that there is so 
much that we 'cannot bear them now.' But rather than flipping on a light to 
a darkened room, the Spirit will guide us into the truth, slowly, gently, re-
ceiving the gift of God's grace. 
   The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches us that God set out a joint, 
divine mission for Jesus Christ and the Holy Spirit.

THE MOST HOLY TRINITY 
 
    Scientists at the Albert Einstein College of Medicine in New York 
released a study about a year ago in which they were sure they could 
identify the particular part of the brain that controls the feeling of love.

    And through that death and resurrection God gives to us the comple-
tion of the Holy Trinity, the most central mystery of the Christian faith 
and Christian life (CCC 261). God truly wants only happiness for us; his 
love is not an exclusionary love meant for only a few, but for us all. 
Today, remember the gift of the Holy Spirit, the gift of God's only son, 
and the gift of God's love, all three in one.
