What is a Poverty Simulation? 
Facilitated by the State Department of Commerce, the three hour exercise is designed to 
provide a greater understanding of the daily issues and struggles faced by people in 
poverty and the obstacles they encounter while trying to gain financial stability.  Partici-
pants will assume the role of someone in poverty, a working family, a single parent, or an 
elder and they will have a scenario to work through in four 15 minute sessions that will 
represent a month in their character's life.  A Dialogue Session will follow where people 
will share their experiences and begin a process of identifying needs and community 
solutions to better address poverty and generate greater prosperity in Norman and the 
surrounding area. 
 
What's the point? 
At the end of the Simulation, people will share their experiences and begin a collabora-
tive dialogue to identify needs and develop solutions to combat poverty and generate 
opportunity in our community.  This will include policymakers, civic leaders, and the faith 
community.

Q .  My mother always told me to 
pray to St. Anthony when I lost some-
thing?  What's so special about him? 
 

A .  That St. Anthony is called upon for assistance in find-
ing something lost is all that most people know about him. 
But Anthony of Padua, whose feast we celebrate on June 
13, is also regarded as the greatest preacher in the history 
of Christianity. 
 
Born in Lisbon, Portugal in 1195, Anthony died relatively 
young in 1231. He felt called to do missionary work, con-
verting the Moors to Christianity. Anthony joined the Francis-
cans to devote himself to missionary work and set off for 
Morocco. Ill health, however, forced him to land in Italy 
where he met Francis himself and lived a life of poverty and 
simplicity. He soon became one of Francis' favorite disciples 
and closest friends. 
 
Asked to preach one day, Anthony enthralled his hearers 
with his great theological, biblical and oratorical gifts. Be-
cause of these special gifts, Anthony was appointed teacher 
of the Friars at the University of Bologna, and later sent to 
preach against the Albigensian heretics in southern France. 
Wherever he went, thousands came to listen and be in-
spired. 
 
His concern for the poor brought about the tradition of St. 
Anthony's bread, which to this very day involves the sharing 
of food with those in need. Because of his learning, he was 
named a Doctor of the Church. 
 
How do you continue to grow in knowledge of your faith? 
Ask Anthony for guidance and help in this matter, as well as 
when you have lost something.

I t has been about 2,000 years since Jesus 
first called his disciples to follow him, a 
time when his Jewish society was es-
sentially divided into two groups-those 

who followed each and every law of the faith 
and those who weren't so attentive to it. To-
day, we seem to have developed a knack for 
dividing ourselves among many other stark 
and diverse groups, whether it be wealth, 
politics, ethnicity, or religious affiliation, to 
name just a few. 
 
Matthew was a tax collector, and before Jesus 
called him, he was considered a part of the 
society of sinners in the eyes of the religious 
leaders. So why did Jesus call him, and not 
one of those who obeyed every law of the 
Jewish faith? Why did he sit down with Mat-
thew and others who needed guidance in their 
lives? Very simply, as Jesus put it, one does 
not see a physician if one is healthy. So too 
are we called to sit down with Jesus. 
 
Matthew, and the others who followed Jesus, 
did what the Catechism calls "a radical reori-
entation of [his] whole life, a return, a con-
version to God with all [his] heart" (CCC 
1431). Because it is just not enough to say 
we are sorry for our past sins, the sacra-
ment of reconciliation calls us to begin with 
a fresh dedication to living our lives each 
and every moment with the grace of God. 
Doing so, we will end worldly divisions and 
achieve the mercy he desires for us.
