Finance — Becky Fleming

1. Becky provided a comprehensive and detailed report of the Parish financial status as well as the
improvements made in the financial system accounting and controls.

2. The consolidation and verification of all accounts continues as Becky’s schedule allows.

3. The June 30 operating account balance is $44,154; the bldg maintenance balance is $19,727; and
the Capital Campaign balance is $175,192. The financial controls which were implemented by
Father Ackerman and Becky resulted in these 6/30/06 year end surplus balances.

4. The remaining major liability is with the Archdiocese in the amount of $136,065. 100,308 of that
amount is the balance due on annual assessments, which may be reduced after a review of prior
year’s annual reports. Monthly payments are currently being made in order to reduce this liability.

Payments of $21,070 from the Capital Campaign fund to renovate the Sixplex Apts will be repaid

from general operating funds. However, the net rental income from the Gray House will be
deposited into the Capital Campaign fund since it was purchased with those funds.
