Pastor’s Report

Father is going to
talk with the Archbishop about why our taxes have jumped so high. Also, discussed
how generous our parish has been and how we need to be cognitive of that. We are
currently continue to pay off what we owe to the school and the 6-plex etc.

c. Parish Life — Discussed the Kairos Prison Ministry which is conducting a retreat for
juvenile boys the last weekend in March in Tecumseh, OK. This group has a meeting
Feb. 16 as they look for volunteers who would like to be a part of this. Other groups
were contacted and left messages for any needs they might have from the PC.

2. Other new business — Begin to elect parish council position for Mark Krittenbrink soon.
Usually election takes place in March with newly elected beginning in April.
